Communication, Language and Literacy


We continue with our Jolly Phonics throughout the term. We will be reading and writing simple phonetical words and some tricky words to form simple sentences.


We will encourage the children’s communication skills through shared reading, circle time and role-play.


We will be looking at a variety of non-fiction books making comparisons with how they are written and used.


We will be looking at Capital Letters and alphabet ordering.





Knowledge and Understanding of the World.


During the Summer Term we will be growing a variety of plants including our own vegetables, making observations as they develop and creating a wild flower garden to attract insects. We will also be making comparisons of the environment. We will also be investigating minibeasts and exploring their environment. 








Creative Development


We will continue with creating in 2 and 3 dimension using a variety of different media including painting and movement through music.





RE 


We will continue to look at different cultures and the beliefs of different faiths.


We will also continue to share both bible stories and those from other cultures. 





ICT


The children have developed confidently with the computers in the classroom and have started to use the Computer Suite. This will continue with the introduction of a number of different programs to enhance many of the other areas of the curriculum.


They will continue to use the Listening Centre and computers in the classroom, independently making their own choices about what they work with. 


The children will also use remote control devices and programmable toys 





Physical Development


In our PE lessons we will be working on ball, bat and stick control, developing this to working in a team ready for sports day. 


The children will also continue matching movement to music in a variety of ways including Write Dance.





Mathematical Development


We will be working on extending all areas of Numeracy we have covered throughout the year including addition and subtraction through practical and real life situations. We will be doubling numbers and counting forward and backwards using number lines. We will also be making comparisons of number, capacity, weight and size.





Personal, Social and Emotional Development


Through circle and small group work we will look at our own values and the values of others. We will also be looking at our own needs and views and the needs and views of others.


We will be looking at the importance of staying safe in our environment including in and out of school and during visits to other places.
