Our topic for terms 1 & 2 is   MATERIALS





ENGLISH


In English, we will be focusing on Stories with familiar settings such as places children have visited or have first hand experience of, Poetry in which we will look at using our senses, Traditional and Fairy tales, and Recounts and Dictionaries.


We will also have daily reading, phonics and handwriting sessions.





ART


In Art, we will be focusing on the use of different techniques in our work such as weaving and sewing and how materials are used for different purposes.





MATHS


In Maths, we will be focusing on mental and oral maths, understanding shape and the properties of shapes, measures and interpreting data, and securing number facts and calculations.





ICT


In ICT, we will be learning how to use a word processing package: how to use text, tables, images and sound to develop our ideas; how to save and retrieve our work; how to print out our work unaided; and, how to enter data into a graphing package to produce a pictogram.





SCIENCE


In Science, we will be focusing on the area of materials. We will be looking at the similarities and differences between materials, their properties and grouping them. We will also focus on how materials change when heated or cooled, as well as how they can be squashed or twisted.





GEOGRAPHY


In Geography, we will be focusing on the local area. We will be identifying what places are like in terms of jobs and landscape; where places can be located; how places have become the way they are; and, how they are linked to other localities.





DT


In DT, we will be focusing on joining fabric in different ways; describing patterns in fabric; making repeated patterns. We will learn that 2d patterns are used to mark out the shape and size of pieces to make a 3d product. We will also explore evaluating work.





MUSIC


In Music, we will be focusing on developing our singing voices and skills; to recognise different sound sources by using our listening ears; to explore different sound sources using our body parts for example hands, feet, mouth; to explore and control instruments; to use long and short sounds on various instruments.  This will lead up to a class sequence and performance.





HISTORY


In History we will explore houses and homes through time and also the Great Fire of London and The Gun Powder Plot.





PE


During Games we will focus on ball skills and spatial awareness; During Dance we will express ourselves to music and develop routines as an end product; and during Gymnastics, we will learn how to use the apparatus safely and correctly.
