Our topic for terms 3 & 4 is Toys





ENGLISH


In English, we will be focusing on Instructions for routines and making something. Poetry in Year 2 will be reading and writing nonsense poems and riddles and in Year 1 the focus will be poems on a theme. Our narrative focus will be stories with patterned language in Year 1 and stories by the same author in Year 2.


We will also have daily reading, phonics and handwriting sessions.





ART


In Art, we will be focusing on the use of different media and techniques in our work.  Lessons will be linked to our toy topic. The children will continue to use their sketch books to record their ideas.





MATHS


In Maths, we will be focusing on mental and oral maths, understanding shape and the properties of shapes, measures and interpreting data, and securing number facts and calculations, building on knowledge  gained in terms 1 and 2.





ICT


In ICT, we will be learning to give instructions to make things happen using technological equipment e.g. cassette recorders, digital cameras and floor robots. The children will also explore real and simulated situations through an adventure game on the computer.





SCIENCE


In Science, we will be focusing on forces. We will be looking at pushes and pulls as examples of forces. The children will be investigating how forces can make objects move, speed up, slow down, stop or change direction.





GEOGRAPHY


In Geography, we will be focusing on map work skills and directional vocabulary. To link with our DT and Science work we hope to visit the local park using our own maps to find our way there.





DT


In DT, we will be focusing on winding mechanisms; how one is made and how it works. The children will be designing, making and evaluating their own product based on a winding mechanism.





MUSIC


In Music we will be learning about pulse and rhythm. The children will experience this through singing, listening to and performing short compositions that demonstrate pulse and rhythm.





HISTORY


In History we will explore toys from the past and compare them with now. We hope to visit the display of toys at The Guildhall museum in Rochester.





PE


In PE we will be teaching dance and gymnastics. In gym the children will learn how to move within their own space, travelling on floor and apparatus leading into simple sequence work. In Dance we will work towards creating a dance called The Magic Toys.





RE


In RE we will be thinking about Christianity and their celebrations of Christening. We hope to visit the local church to learn more about the ceremony.
